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MUSIC MINISTRY NOTES  
Why Sing the Psalms? 
Rev. Michael Gilligan, Ph.D. 
     In her official documents, the 
Church encourages the faithful to participate in the liturgy 
and to join in singing the hymns, acclamations, and 
responses. There is also a strong emphasis on singing the 
Psalms. In the 1963 Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy, the 
fathers of the Council say that all the faithful should be led to 
“full, active, and conscious participation, demanded by the 
very nature of the liturgy.” The fathers also say that singing 
makes the liturgy solemn, noble, and complete. It is their 
teaching that singing is an essential part of worship. 
     The authors of the 1967 Instruction on Music in the 
Liturgy explicitly teach that the Psalms should be sung during 
the Mass and other celebrations and that, of all the songs that 
vary from Sunday to Sunday, the Psalm after the First 
Reading has special importance. The Psalms are musical by 
their very nature, that is, their genre. They are musical as 
they were first composed. And they are musical in their 
liturgical use, as we have received them in the Bible. 
     The Church prays best when she fully raises her mind to 
God, when she gives her whole being to the effort, when she 
is fully taken up with her work. That is why we sing the 
Psalms. Our teaching demands it, our history demands it, our 
faith demands it. To pray the Psalms is to sing with angels. 
And to sing with angels is to stand in the presence of God.
