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MUSIC MINISTRY NOTES 
Answering the Call 
     Father Walter J. Burghardt, SJ, says 
that the risen Christ destroyed distance 
by becoming present to devoted 
Magdalen, to Thomas, to two disciples 
en route to Emmaus, and to seven apostles at a seafood 
breakfast.  But what about the risen Christian? 
     In Still Proclaiming Your Wonders, Father Burghardt 
writes:  “Here, gathered around the table on which the risen 
Christ will rest, here is a splendid spot to begin seeking 
things that are below.  Here we minister to each other, 
awesomely aware that each of us is a wounded healer-risen 
indeed with Christ but still frightfully flawed, needing 
another’s touch, another’s Peace!  In healing touch with one 
another, we can move out from these walls…not to Mother 
Teresa’s Calcutta…but to the acres on which we dance so 
lightly.  For me there are the red brick building to my right 
that house 63 of my (Jesuit) brothers.  Two of them died this 
winter:  one’s movement to death was torturous, the other’s 
unexpectedly swift.  Where was I in their dying, where in 
their living?...[Amidst my world] what figure do I project?  
The self-righteous Pharisee or the compassionate Christ?  
Or…just nothing?” 
     Father Burghardt then uses Sydney Carter’s text, “Lord of 
the Dane” (“I danced in the morning”), and ends with these 
thoughts:  It is a “risk-laden dance, this risen dance; for it 
opens your dance card to all manner of dancers; some of 
them will dance on your toes.  But it has the built-in joy no 
man or woman can take from you, if…you let the Lord of the 
Dance lead you wherever you may be.”
