When Father Bill taught there was an average of over 
80 in attendance.  We will be scheduling some Family Life 
Night style dinners next year when they coincide with Faith 
Formation.  This includes the mandatory Religious Education 
Review Sessions or some Adult Faith Formation Series. We 
are hungry to know our faith and will be putting the emphasis 
on this growth first.  The preparation of simple meals will 
only be added to make it more convenient for families to 
attend Faith Formation as well as provide a time and space to 
grow in fellowship and a community. 
     Finally, I would like to thank all those who have helped 
selflessly with Family Life Night.  You are all very special 
and devoted people who humbly share so much of yourself.
