Vocations: April 25 
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A number of parallels can 
be made between singing 
and serving God effec-
tively. The following de-
scriptions are characteristic 
of good singing tone: 

1. A quality of round-
ness, richness, and 
pleasantness of sound. 

2. A feeling of flow and 
ease. 

3. A quality of clearness 
and naturalness. 

Singers must realize that 
one of the chief prerequi-
sites for achieving these 
qualities is breathing 
deeply. The air stream is 
the vehicle that carries and 
maintains a singer’s melo-
dious and resonant 
sounds. Strain and harsh- 

 

 

 

  

 

ness should never be 
present in a well-trained 
voice. Good breathing is 
possible when a singer 
develops an upright, 
confident posture—not 
allowing oneself to be-
come slouchy and care-
less. 

A good vocalist will also 
sing with clarity. A good 
tune will be pure—not 
affected or distorted. 
When singers produce 
clear vowel sounds and 
distinct consonants for 
each word, listener’s will 
understand the song’s 
message.  

 
 

By comparison, the flow of 
breath does for our singing 
what communion, prayer, 
and familiarity with Scrip-
tures do for our walk with 
God. A devotional life is as 
basic to our spiritual lives 
as breathing is to our natu-
ral lives. There will be no 
depth of spirituality nor 
effective service, until an 
intimate relationship with 
the Lord is established on a 
daily, continual basis. 
What the spine does for 
good vocal breathing, the 
bowed knee and the hum-
ble spirit do for our spiri-
tual welfare.
